Sexuality and sensuality have always been at the core of the story. The protagonist, Joe One-Way is an outsider, a loner, a man on the margins. A violent man who is web of insecurity and vulnerabilty. A man burdened by guilt and remorse, seeking redemption and salvation. The language of sex is how he communicates with the three loves of his life, Clinique, Kimba and Fleur. Through the exploration of his sexuality Joe finds fleeting moments of peace and reconciliation and is able to forge a level of understanding and intimacy he is unable to find elsewhere. Joe is above all a lover, a man who's life has been defined, and ultimately wrecked by love.

Like most indis we've been through the wars. I optioned the rights to the novel in 1998 and it took four attempts to find a producer who had the chops to make it happen - Carlo Dusi. We're true independents, no studio deals, just two earnest guys who won't take a no. In December 2004, four weeks into pre-production with  James Gandolfini, Robert Carlyle, Rosario Dawson cast and a hard won war chest of $3m, the Uk government changed tax benefit legislation with no notice and with immediate effect, punching a half a million pounds hole in our finance, we closed down, losing Carlyle and Dawson and recast. We regrouped to start in March 2005, but Gandofini over-runs on another film, so we had to postpone. On a reduced budget of $5m, we re-scheduled for April 2006. Two days before principal photography, Telefilm Canada (Government organization governing film production in Canada) shaft us and our finance collapsed, we lost our sales agent  and we lost Gandolfini to series six of ‘The Sopranos’. We shot for one day. Eight weeks later, in a different country, we began shooting with a new (great) cast and $600k, not nearly enough to finish the shoot. We continued to beg money as we go, finally completing the film for just over £500k. We all survived, just about, battle scarred with thousand yard stares, but we're happy to have finished and proud of what we achieved.
